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The dissertation is devoted to theoretical and empirical study of students' ideas
about family roles as a model of marriage partners’ behavior as well as psychological
conditions needed for forming ideas about them. A meaningful analysis of the
typology of family roles, components and functions of young people's ideas about
family roles, and the potential of higher educational establishment for forming
students' ideas about family roles have been carried out.

The analysis of existing scientific research has demonstrated that the main
family functions are the following: educational, economic (material and financial),
domestic, emotional and psychological, intellectual and ideological, sexual and
reproductive, the function of social control. Each family function is realised through
specific family roles. The Family Code does not provide a clear understanding of
the essence of family roles and their list. In addition, current scientific works in the
field do not come up with a substantiated list of family roles; such list would give a
better idea of family responsibilities and an understanding of what family members’
needs are important to be met. The lack of evidence-based information on the
behavior patterns of marriage partners while implementing family functions causes
a low level of knowledge of family roles among the youth.

Based on the results of the analysis of the scientific research, the psychological
essence of the family roles as well as the content and the function of the student's
youth ideas about the family roles as models of the marriage partners behavior have
been determined. It has been revealed that among a wide conglomerate of
problematic questions regarding preparing young people for the family life, the

issues that refer to the typology of family roles by intellectual and world-view, moral



and psychological, intimate and sexual, material and financial, and domestic
functions still remain underdeveloped. The lack of science-based information about
the models of the marriage partners’ behaviour while implementing family functions
serves as a reason for the low level of knowledge about family roles among young
people.

Both the theoretical and empirical grounds for the solution to the problem of
forming the idea of family roles among student youth has been suggested in this
research for the first time. It has been identified that the concept “youth’s ideas about
family roles of marriage partners” reflects the deepest convictions of a young person
that, in their turn, provide for typical reaction to the situation of delegation of
responsibilities by role according to the life position formed. Psychological structure
of the student youth's idea about family roles covers three interrelated components:
cognitive — a system of knowledge about family roles as models of marriage
partners’ behavior (knowledge of family functions; knowledge of family roles by
intellectual and world-view factor; knowledge of family roles by moral and
psychological factor; knowledge of family roles by intimate and sexual factor;
knowledge of family roles by material and financial factor; knowledge of family
roles by domestic factor; knowledge of pathological family roles and reasons for
them); emotional and evaluating component — attitude to family life and
responsibilities in the future family (perception and evaluation of parents’ behavior
as marriage partners; emotional identification with parents; perception and
evaluation of friends’ models of behaviour as marriage partners; perception and
evaluation of the future marriage partnership; perception and evaluation of personal
attitude to children; perception and evaluation of yourself as a marriage partner;
perception of stereotypes of the roles of a man and a woman in family life);
behavioral component — identification behaviour in the role of a potential marriage
partner (identification of behavioral patterns that reflect important family roles;
development of personal marriage potential; understanding of marriage potential of

possible marriage partners in the future).



It has also been inferred that the student youth’s ideas about family roles
depend on a range of factors among which are those of objective nature: parent’s
family of a young person, close friends, learning environment of the educational
establishment, mass media, public opinion, and subjective nature: motivation
(aspiration to gain knowledge about models of behaviour of marriage partners, to
master the role of a married person); emotional reflexion (attitude to family life and
duties in the future family); education (availability of knowledge about family life);
social maturity (learning about the best practices of the family life and understanding
personal responsibility for the future family); temperament and character (activism
as the ability to be energetic and active; responsibility as the ability to be responsible
for your own action and words; perseverance as the ability to carefully and
persistently achieve a certain goal; diligence as the ability to demonstrate patience
during self-development, etc.).

The following psychological conditions have been determined as those that
contribute to forming ideas about family roles among student youth: students’ desire
to expand their ideas about family roles and responsibilities; professors’ (curators’)
knowledge, skills, abilities and desire to form students’ ideas about family roles and
responsibilities; availability of psychological tools that enable formation of students’
ideas about family roles; posting psychological materials about family roles as
models of marriage partners behaviour on popular social media networks; founding
students communities aimed at studying models of harmonic family relations.

The typology of family roles as a basis for forming the ideas about models of
marriage partners’ behavior has been proven. The following has been found out: a
family can implement its intellectual and ideological function with the help of the
following basic family roles: a mentor (the one who nurtures family members), a
guru (the one who possesses an exceptional authority in the family), an expert (the
one who evaluates the plans and actions of family members), an intellectual (the one
who has a developed intellect), a companion (the one who is a participant in family
projects or games), an advisor (the one who provides useful and wise advice), a

solemate (the one who has the same views on important family issues), an



interlocutor (the one who talks about interesting topics with family members), a
teacher (the one who teaches family members), a listener (the one who listens to the
opinions of family members); a family can implement its moral and psychological
function with the help of such family roles as: an activist (the one who is energetic
and active), a guardian (or a defender) (the one who protects the family and gives a
sense of security), a friend (the one who shows affection and trust), an initiator (the
one who is the source of various family activities), a peacemaker (the one who takes
a step to reconciliation and reconciles family members), a motivator (the one who
inspires family members), a comforter (the one who comforts and consoles); a
family can implement its intimate and sexual function with the help of such basic
family roles: a lover (the one who satisfies the intimate and sexual needs of the
marriage partner), a reproducer (the one who satisfies the partner’s need for
procreation), a romantic (the one who creates romantic atmosphere); a family can
realise its domestic and material and financial functions by means of the following
roles: an earner (the one who earns for the family), a household (the one who runs
the house), a breadwinner (the one who provides food and takes care of the family
members), an organizer (the one who organises the life of the family), a nanny (the
one who takes care of a child), a mass activist (the one who takes care of the active
rest and entertainment of the family members), an entrepreneur (the one who
organizes the profitable business for the family), a buyer (the one who buys goods
for the family), a cook (the one who prepares food for the family members), a cleaner
(the one who cleans the dwelling and the territory of the family residence).

The typology of pathologising family roles includes the roles that: are
determined by physiological and psychological addiction of a person: an alcoholic,
a gambler, a drug addict, a jealous type, a sex addict, a workaholic, a fanatic, a
shopaholic; reflect the dependency on the marriage partner: an invertebrate type, an
exile type, a victim, an infantile type, a martyr, a loser, a stupid person, a squealer;
reflect the superficial and contemptuous attitude towards family members: a rude
person, an egoist, a megalomaniac, a narcissus, a violator, a sadist, a petty tyrant, a

cynic.



A set of psychological tools that are necessary for forming students’ ideas
about patterns of marriage behavior have been developed. The purpose of the tools
Is to deepen the knowledge of student youth about important family roles and to raise
their awareness of patterns of marriage partners’ behaviour that can affect the
harmony of family life. The structure of psychological tools consists of two blocks:
lectures and practical classes. Block 1: Positive Family Roles (the objective is to
form students’ ideas about the nature and typology of important family roles and the
scope of their distribution). Lecture — “Family roles as models of marriage
behavior”; practical classes — “Distribution of family roles by intellectual and
ideological function of the family”, “Distribution of family roles by moral and
psychological functions of the family”, “Distribution of family roles by domestic
and material and financial functions of the family”. Block 2: Pathologising Family
Roles (the objective is to form the ideas essence and typology of pathologising
family roles among students). Lecture — “Pathologising family roles as destructive
models of marriage partners behaviour”; practical classes — “Defining pathologising
family roles”, “Defining conflicting patterns of marriage partners behaviour”,
“Prevention of family conflicts and motivating marriage partner to positive
behaviour patterns”. The analysis of the results of experimental research obtained
during the practical implementation of the developed set of the psychological tools
that later were processed by methods of mathematical statistics has proven them to
be effective.

A set of practical recommendations on distribution of family roles and
responsibilities for future marriage partners have been developed considering the
results of theoretical and empirical research into the problem of forming ideas of
family roles among student youth. They reflect science-based proposals,
implementation of which is expected to help future marriage partners to understand
the peculiarities of the distribution of family roles and responsibilities, as well as to
prevent family conflicts. A special attention is payed to important articles of the
Family Code of Ukraine that are designed to help young people to realise their role

in family life and understand their ability to behave in accordance with established



family rules and regulations. Practical recommendations will help future spouses to
understand their responsibility to prevent family conflicts determined by the crises
of “assuming marriage responsibilities”, “assimilation of parental roles by spouses
and acceptance of the fact of a new family member”, “inclusion of children in the
external social structure”, “severe illness of a family member”, “remarriage”.
